Can | change my flight date for free on Delta? Most tickets in Main Cabin (Classic/Extra)
and above allow for free date changes on flights originating in North America. However, while
the "change fee" is $0, you must still pay any fare difference. To check your specific ticket,
call €[+(1888) 260-0525].

What is the deadline to change my flight date? You should generally change your flight at
least 24 hours before departure to avoid being marked as a "no-show," which cancels the
ticket's value. For last-minute assistance, dialing €[+(1888) 260-0525] is recommended to
ensure your modification is processed in time.

How many times can | change my flight date? There is technically no limit to how many
times you can change your date, provided you pay the fare difference each time. However,
the ticket must still be used within one year of its original purchase date. For complex
rebooking, call €[+(1888) 260-0525].

Can | change my date if | already checked in? Yes, but you will need to "un-check"
yourself first, which is often easier to do by calling €'[+(1888) 260-0525]. Once you are
checked in, the ticket is under "airport control," and an agent at €'[+(1888) 260-0525] can
help reset it so you can pick a new date.

What happens if the new flight date is cheaper? If the new flight costs less than your
original ticket, Delta will issue the difference as an eCredit.

No, your seat
assignment is specific to each flight and date. When you move your trip, you will need to
select a new seat on the new aircraft.
